➁ Secure the rod clamp in place with the thumb-
screw.

➂ Loosen the locking knob and rotate the laser diode
assembly into the desired position. See Figure 2.

➃ Tighten the locking knob against the laser diode
housing until secure.

➄ Plug the 9VDC adapter phone plug into the back
of the laser and turn on the laser.

➅ If necessary, adjust the direction of the laser beam
from left-to-right and up-and down until the beam is in
desired position. See Figure 3.
